Our newsletter has
an update form - we

from you and, if you would like, share an update in our
next edition.

It is time once again for taking stock. | just
spent last week at the Range Field Day at the Northern
Great Basin Experimental Range (Burns) and the
Oregon Cattlemen’s mid year quarterly meeting in
Baker City. The parts of Oregon that Mike Borman
and | were in on this trip were certainly green and lush.

Budgets are the main subject of conversation.
The Oregon legislature just finished their session. We
don’t know the final outcome for the three budget lines
that we use to operate the Department (the general
University, Agriculture Experiment Station and
Cooperative Extension budgets); however, overall cuts
at this time are probably 11% for each. Most everyone
I've talked to expects there to be further cuts before the
biennium is over.

There are on-going discussions about some
major restructuring in the College of Agricultural
Sciences at Oregon State University. These changes
may find us in a slightly different administrative
reporting structure, but the fundamental program in
Animal Sciences will not change. There are serious
discussions between the Department of Rangeland
Ecology and Management and Animal Sciences about
a possible merger. Long term, this merger would allow
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us to better serve the range-livestock industry in
Oregon and the region through research, education and
Extension.

We’'re looking forward to two new faculty
additions this fall. Dr. Gerd Bobe, a dairy cattle
ruminant nutrition researcher, will be joining us from a
post-doctoral experience at the National Cancer
Institute at the National Institutes of Health. In
addition to his human cancer interest, Dr. Bobe has a
strong research background in fatty livers in dairy
cows. We're also in the midst of interviewing for the
Banfield Professorship in Companion Animal
Management. We're interviewing some excellent
candidates and look forward to the successful
completion of this important search.

Our student body continues to be large in
numbers (over 380 majors) and in quality. We
reinstituted the Academic Quadrathlon this year after a
five year hiatus and our local winning team went on to
win the Western Section, American Society of Animal
Science, AQ regional competition. These students will
now compete against the other three regional winners
in a Beef Quiz Bowl at the National Cattlemen’s Beef
Association Meeting in San Antonio. You will also see
in this issue of taking stock the success of our
Intercollegiate Horse Show Team. These students
excelled through their entire season.

Finally, though we will continue to raise
money, we’re going to start on initial construction of
the Animal Sciences Education and Research Pavilion
in August or September. We have $3 million in hand
and in pledges toward the building and the state match.

Allin all, it's been a good year. There are
changes occurring but the Department continues to
have great people that are doing amazing things. Stop
in and see us when you are in the Corvallis area.

Animal Sciences in the News

The June % edition of the Capital Press featured a
story on page 8E by John Schmitz titled “Scientists
scrutinize organic herd health.” The article sums up
work being done biiike Gamroth and MS student
Katie Stiglbauer to examine the impact of organic vs.
conventional management practices on dairy herd
health and production. According to Mike, common
speculation is that if you’re organic you won't be able
to produce as much milk, and disease will be a
problem. Data collected from this study should put
such speculation to rest. The bulk of the nearly $1
million in USDA funds to support the two year study
has been given to the University of Wisconsin, which
has selected OSU and Cornell to participate in the
study. Over the next two summers, Katie Stiglbauer
will be traveling the state, visiting 50 organic and
conventional dairies, armed with a 27 page
guestionnaire focusing on disease as well as housing,
milking procedures, lactation cycles and water quality.
In the end, the study should come up with helpful
benchmarks for keeping dairy cows healthy, on both
conventional and organic farms, while optimizing
income and milk quality.

Contented cows produce more milk. That is the
bottom line reason for a new, state-of-the-art data entry
system that has arrived at our dairy all the way from
Israel. Many from the Department and industry, as
well as representatives of the media, enjoyed having a
look at the new system at the Dairy’s open house held
April 23", With the new equipment, which includes a
pedometer fitted to each cow’s leg, researchers can
now measure how many times a cow lies down per
day, how long she lies down throughout the day, and
the steps she takes per hour, in addition to her milk
production and milk conductivity (proxy for mastitis
detection). At each milking, data from the pedometers
is transmitted to receivers in the stall. According to
Dr. Aurora Villarroel , the pedometers are a way to
interpret what the cows are doing without being there
24-7. Contented cows lie down more. This activity
increases blood flow to the udder, resulting in
increased milk production. Dr. Villarroel's hope is that
data gathered by the new pedometers will result in
management practices that maximize cow comfort, as
well as improve dairy efficiency. The equipment
donation came about through collaborative work that
she has been doing with S.A.E. Afikim, an Israeli
manufacturer, beginning in Spain in 1997. According
to Dairy ManageBen Krahn, data collection that the
equipment makes possible, from a research facility
stand-point, is like none other outside of Israel.

An Interview with...
Reinaldo Cooke
Assistant Professor, EOARC

What got you interested in animal
agriculture?

| was born in Brazil, and grew up

in a small town surrounded by beef

cattle and sugar cane operations in

the state of Sao Paulo. As a kid,

agriculture and rodeo were always

part of my life. When | turned 18, |
joined the Brazilian Air Force because my biggest
dream was to fly jets. However, I'm 6’4", and the
instructors decided that | was too tall to join the flight
academy. | decided then to go back to my roots, and
enrolled at the Sao Paulo State University — Animal
Sciences and Veterinary Medicine School. | graduated
in 2003, and moved to Florida in the summer of 2004
to begin my Master’s degree. During grad school, |
married my college sweetheart, Flavia, who then
moved to Florida and began working on her Master’s
in Animal Molecular and Cell Biology. In 2008, |
graduated with my PhD, found out | was going to be a
dad, and had the opportunity to apply for a Beef
Specialist position with Oregon State University!
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What brought you to EOARC and what is the focus of
your work here?

All my graduate work focused on cow-calf production
within extensive forage-based systems. Although
Florida and Oregon are completely different in terms of
weather and environment, cattle production in these
states shares some similarities. Further, | like
challenges, and moving to the other side of the country
was one that got me really excited. | always wanted to
experience the western way of life. Atthe EOARC, |
plan to build an integrated research and extension
program targeted to address the needs of beef cattle
producers in the state of Oregon. More specifically, |
plan to directly investigate questions and issues raised
by Oregon beef producers, delivering answers and
results via extension activities and materials, and also
focus my research program on alternatives to enhance
productivity of growing and mature cattle within cow-
calf scenarios. One focus of my research is the effect
of stress, in the form of human interaction, on the
reproductive performance of beef cows and heifers.
Calves see humans as predators, and if they are not
used to being handled by people at an early age, they
get extremely stressed and release the hormone
cortisol, which can be detrimental to their reproductive
process. Getting used to human interaction by the time
they are weaned is a huge step in reducing stress levels,
resulting in puberty at a younger age.

What do you like best about your job?

| like to work on a research station, seeing cattle right
outside my window. When | need a break from writing
papers, | can go outside and relax a little. Eastern
Oregon is a beautiful place, and we can see the Steens
Mountains from the station. People are friendly, and
the small town environment is being really good for me
and my wife. Even though we’ve been here for less
than a year, it seems that we know almost everybody in
town!

Outside of your work, what do you enjoy doing?

| like sports, particularly soccer (I'm from Brazil, of
course), rodeo, and football. | also enjoy fishing and
hunting. | like to drive to the forest right outsiderBsi
and hike with Flavia and our three dogs.

OSU Wins Western Section, Academic

Quadrathalon

Members of the winning team from our local
Academic Quadrathalon (AQ) contest traveled to
Cedar City, UT, on April 17-18 to compete at the
Western Section, American Society of Animal Science
AQ contest. Members of the OSU team wiceely
Oswald, Tyler Gray, Nick Moxley, andAndrew
Hartenstein. A total of 6 teams participated in the
contest including BYU-Idaho, Colorado State, New
Mexico State, Utah State, Wyoming, and of course
Oregon State. OSU had not participated in the regional
contest since 2005.

The AQ contest consists of four events: written exam,
oral presentation, lab practicum (7 labs), and quiz
bowl. Teams completed the written exam and oral
presentation on Friday (T] and the lab practicum and
quiz bowl on Saturday (8. OSU’s team placed%in

the written exam and™in the oral presentation. The
topic for the oral presentation is chosen by the advisors
as a timely and controversial topic; this year the topic
was “Horse Slaughter.” This is the 4th time OSU has
won the oral presentation since the year 2000.
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OSU placed 3rd in the quiz bowl. In this double
elimination event, OSU received a bye for first round,
won in the second round but lost the next two games.
In the lab practicum, OSU continued a strong tradition
of being exceptional hands-on learners by placihg 1
OSU won the beef and reproduction labs, plad8éh2
nutrition lab, & in the sheep, meats, and health labs
while finishing &"in the horse practicum. After all
events had finished, results were announced and OSU
was named theverall winner of the contest. This
follows OSU's first place win in 2005.

For placing first overall, each team member received a
belt buckle. OSU will represent the western region at
the national contest, which will be held next year at the
National Cattlemen's Beef Association Annual
Convention in San Antonio, TX, on January 27-30.
Winners of each of the 4 regional competitions
(Western, Southern, Midwestern, and Northeastern)
advance to the national contest.

OSU Takes 29 at IHSA Nationals

On April 23-26, the Oregon State University equestrian
team competed at Middle Tennessee State University
in Murfreesboro, TN, at the prestigious International
Horse Show Association (IHSA) National
Championship. Throughout the course of the four day
competition, Oregon State riders were able to collect
enough points to earn the title of Reserve National
Champion Team behind the University of Findlay (four
time National Top Two Team), tying with The Ohio
State University (four time National Top Two team).

Aside from the team competition, four riders competed
individually in Western at IHSA Nationals this year.
SophomoreHaley Marsh gave an extraordinary
performance—landing herself the title of Reserve
Champion in her Novice Horsemanship class. Junior
Kathleen Kruchok placed tenth in her Beginner
Horsemanship class, while Freshntdizabeth

Whitman finished tenth in her Open Horsemanship
class. SenioBara Gibsonrode in both Open
Horsemanship and Reining—and although she was out
of the ribbons in reining, came back for a fourth place
finish in Open Horsemanship. With impressive top ten
finishes in four out of five individual western classes,
the individual western riders easily proved themselves
as top notch competitors.

Although the English team fell short of qualifying for

national competition, three individual riders
represented OSU at Nationals in the English
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competition. In fields of 18
riders per class, the English
riders were up against difficult
odds. Sophomorkathryn

Pratt rode into an incredible
third place finish in her
Intermediate Over Fences
class—the highest placing for
any Oregon State English rider
to date. In addition to Pratt's
chart topping finish,
SophomordHayley McGuire
placed ¥ in her Walk-Trot-
Canter Equitation class.

Among the large number of

team and individual
competitors, two of OSU’s graduating seniors received
the local High Point titlesSara Gibson(Western) and
Katie Curtis (English) accumulated enough points
individually over the season in their respective
disciplines to earn themselves each a spot in the overall
highpoint competition at Nationals. Gibson competed
in two phases of the American Quarter Horse
Association Highpoint Rider competition- showing in
both reining and western horsemanship classes with
other highpoint riders from around the country. Curtis
competed in the two phases of Cachionne Cup- riding
in jumping and English equitation classes. Both of
these titles are highly coveted and are considered the
pinnacle of individual competition in IHSA. Although
neither senior placed in these grueling face-offs, both
showed incredible skill, proving that their spot in the
competition was well deserved.

With the best National placing to date for the Western
team, the Beavers have high hopes going into next
year’'s season.

We asked Taylor about her internship, and she kindly
sent details:For my internship, | worked with the

zoo’s curatorial resident, bird house curator, bioldgis
and keepers to design and carry out an environmental
enrichment project with the zoo’s two cassowaries.
And yes, they are very mean! They are the only birds
whose pens keepers do not enter because the birds are
very aggressive and have a spike on their foot that
would cause a lot of damage if they kicked you. Of the
two birds at the zoo, both females, one was a bit nicer
than the other. The mean one, Earl, would lunge at us
through the fence when we were working with her, but
the nicer one, Earlene, was very calm and would even
come to the visitor fence to be close to zoo visitors.
For the project, we tested enrichment items that would
allow the cassowaries to spend some time foraging,
since that behavior takes up most of their time in the
wild. We hid their food (fruit) in straw, hung it on
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skewers in trees, and scattered it throughout the pen to
create foraging opportunities. We also used
exploration-related enrichment items, such as mirrors,
straw “mops”, and boomer balls, to introduce a little
unpredictability to their environment. Overall, the
foraging devices were more successful in increasing
activity and enrichment-related behaviors for both
cassowaries.

It was delightful to se&atie Dunlap (BS ‘01, MS

'02) again in June. Katie was in the area to receive a
Distinguished Alumni Award from Linn Benton
Community College. After leaving OSU, Katie
completed a PhD program at Texas A&M (2006), and
now is a researcher at the university’s Animal Science
uterine biology lab. Katie says she loves life at
College Station, a university town similar to Corvallis,
though she misses trees and the seasons. She was here
with her fiancé, who also is with Texas A&M.
