According
to Mike, common speculation is that if you're organic younivbe able to produce as much milk, and disease will be a
problem. Data collected from this study should put sueldption to rest.

The bulk of the nearly $1 million in USDA funds to gaypt the two year study have been given to the University of
Wisconsin, which has selected OSU and Cornell to participdbeistudy. Over the next two summers, Katie will be
traveling the state, visiting 50 organic and conventionaiegaiarmed with a 27 page questionnaire focusing on disease
as well as housing, milking procedures, lactation cycles and gaddity. In the end, the study should come up with
helpful benchmarks for keeping dairy cows healthy, on bothertdional and organic farms, while optimizing income
and milk quality.
